Overview

Utah Code Title 10 Chapter 9a and Title 17 Chapter 27a establishes the
requirement for jurisdictions in the state to plan through General Plan
development and adoption for moderate income housing.

If a jurisdiction meets certain class and population criteria, it is
required to:

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Overview

Utah State Code (10-9a-403 and 17-27a-403) requires that specified municipalities
and counties develop a plan that provides a realistic opportunity to meet the need
for additional moderate income housing.

This document has been created to assist jurisdictions in creating or updating their

moderate income housing element. It references state code as well as best practices
throughout.

KEY TERMS as defined by Utah State Code (10-9a-103 and 17-27a-103), are important to note:
